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Did Global Climate Change Disappear During the U.S. Election?

The first six months of 2016 have been
the warmest half-year on record.

Actually, no, it didn’t. Although the 2016
presidential candidates made no mention of global
climate change (GCC), numerous reporting
agencies, such as NASA, Climate Central, and the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Agency
(NOAA), have recently termed 2016 to be the
“hottest year on record.” At our next branch
meeting we will have the opportunity to become
informed on the latest data and information on
GCC from an original researcher.

Dr. Arnold Gruber retired from a distinguished
career in meteorology that encompassed the
transition from weather vanes to satellite
technology (the title of one of his books). A
graduate of Brooklyn College and Florida State
University, Dr. Gruber conducted weather
satellite research and developed weather
prediction models for NOAA, The University of
Maryland, the American Geophysical Union, and
other organizations. He has written numerous
scientific articles, research papers, and books and

received prestigious awards. During
his retirement Dr. Gruber has
continued to share his information
and expertise with the public
through his volunteer docent work
at the Koshland Science Museum. In
early 2017 he is offering a new
course on Weather Satellites at Anne
Arundel Community College.

In his presentation at the January
meeting Dr. Gruber will focus on
evidence of global climate change, its
impact on living creatures and
ecosystems, and our choices for
acclimation and remediation. Our goal for this
meeting is not only to learn about GCC scientific
developments, but also to become more aware of
the things that we can do to become part of the
solution.

I encourage each and every member to review ALL the proposed amendments and make comments they deem
appropriate, and even more important, I urge you to vote in the spring when the elections roll around.

Meanwhile
Fairfax County Public Schools (FCPS) counselors,

daughters in pursuing STEM studies.

For 2017, we already have almost 20 student
workshop presenters. Our NOVA contact is
coordinating with a changing staff at NOVA. We
have teamed with FCPS to identify school
counselors and to obtain email addresses for
parents of middle school girls. Based on statistics
from mass mailings for STEMtastics 2016, we are
planning an all e-mail and web-based outreach to
and registration of middle school girls in Fairfax

Your Right to Vote on Public Policy

is at Risk!

Every two years AAUW’s membership votes on
our Public Policy Program. AAUW’s advocacy
derives its strength from a membership that votes
on our public policy. It is unsettling that the
proposed AAUW bylaws amendments to be
voted on next spring include a proposal that
eliminates members’ vote on the Public Policy
Program.

At AAUW’s recent Open House at the new
national headquarters, Dianne Blais and I asked
an AAUW Director about the rationale for this
proposed bylaws amendment. She replied that the
proposal grew out of the review of the AAUW
bylaws. Reviewers noted that “With the exception
of the Public Policy Program, the Bylaws do not
present programs for the approval of the
membership.” AAUW’s Governance Committee,
with Board approval, put forth the amendment
described above. The AAUW Board does not take
a position on proposed bylaws amendments.

The board of the Fairfax City Branch opposes
this proposed bylaws amendment. The Public
Policy Program is the heart of the advocacy
wording in our mission statement, and it should
have the consent of the membership. There is
power when we can state that the Public Policy
Program principles and priorities are supported by
over 150,000 members, not just established by the
Board of Directors. There is also the potential in
the future that AAUW staff and the Board will be
able to take positions not supported by the
membership.

For details and comments on the proposed
amendment go to www.aauw.org and click on
“Bylaws,” log in, and scroll to “Article XIII.
MEETINGS OF THE MEMBERSHIP. Section
4. Voting.” Post your own comment by the
December 5 deadline.

If you want to retain the right of members to vote
on the public policy program, post a comment
now and vote “No” during the election period
next spring. Only about 5 percent of AAUW
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members take advantage of the “One Member,
One Vote” privilege. This is an important issue

that must not be ignored. It’s your voice. Make it
heard!

Women’s History Museum

The bipartisan Congressional Commission on the
American Museum of Women’s History recently
presented a proposal for a new Smithsonian
museum dedicated to women’s history. The eight-
member commission is chaired by Jane Abraham
of McLean, VA, who has had a prominent career
in business and on the boards of vatrious
charitable and cultural institutions, including the
Susan B. Anthony List.

The commission presented a 10-year development
plan for a modest-sized new or existing building
on ot near the National Mall to be financed
equally by public and private funds. During the
next 10 years, a Women’s History Initiative will
create programs and exhibits for smaller regional
museums. We won’t hold our breath until this
becomes a reality, but it’s a hopeful sign.

We’ve Come a Long Way

The toughest glass ceiling is still intact. But we
shouldn’t lose sight of the gains that women have
made in the executive branch of the federal
government. During the Eisenhower
administration, the women in the West Wing of

the White House were all personal secretaries with
the exception of Olveta Culp Hobby. Women were
prohibited from eating in the White House Mess
and had to leave the building, regardless of the
weather, if they hadn’t brought a brown bag.

By the time Jimmy Carter was president, a few
more women had gained prominence in the White
House (Juanita Kreps, Patricia Harris, and Shirley
Hufstedler as cabinet secretaries). Under Reagan,
Elizabeth Dole, Margaret Heckler, and Ann
McLaughlin served in the cabinet. Reagan also
appointed the first female Supreme Court justice in
Sandra Day O’Connor. Under Clinton, five women
were cabinet members, and six were heads of
agencies. President Obama named eight women to
his cabinet and half of the White House agencies
were headed by women during his second term.
Numerous others served as advisers and at other
high-level positions in his administration.

Once Obama’s appointees were seated in the room
where decisions were made, their next objective
was to be actually seen and heard. They developed
a strategy whereby when a woman made a point in
a meeting, one of her female colleagues would
repeat it and give her credit for it by name. This
forced the entire group to recognize the
contribution and the woman who made it. The
women named this “amplification.” They used this
technique routinely in meetings until the President
noticed and began calling more frequently on other
women in the room.

We are now awaiting the naming of staff to the
new administration. Will the number of women
and the influence of women continue to increase
with the next president?
